Windows, Mirrors and Doors

The ‘Windows, Mirrors, Doors’ approach, developed by Liz Mills, helps us to develop our
thinking about spiritual development across the whole curriculum.

WINDOWS: giving children opportunities to become aware of the world in new ways; to wonder
about life’s ‘Wow's’ (things that are amazing) and ‘Ohs’ (things that bring us up short). In this,
children are learning about life in all its fullness.
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MIRRORS: giving children opportunities to reflect on their experiences; to meditate on life’s big
guestions and to consider some possible answers. In this they are learning from life by exploring
their own insights and perspectives and those of others.

DOORS: giving children opportunities to respond to all of this; to do something creative as a
means of expressing, applying and further developing their thoughts and convictions. In this
they are learning to live by putting into action what they are coming to believe and value

We provide WINDOWS throughout our curriculum. We will be having specific lessons with an
awe and wonder focus with a variety of stimuli, including photos, videos, music, current events
and real-life stories.

MIRRORS: Through high-quality provision, children are consistently challenged to reflect on
their learning about religion to help them learn from religion, regardless of whether they have a
specific faith.
