Please find attached an overview of the main topics and subjects we will be covering in Year 1 and 2 this Summer.

I would like to take this opportunity to remind you of a few of the expectations that we have at Malborough in Year 1 and 2: 

· Reading Records- Your child must have their reading records in school every day. Please sign their reading record any time you have read with them and sign it weekly.

· Please ensure your child has a coat in school.
· This term our children will have the opportunity to swim and we are just finalising the swimming timetable and will share this with you as soon as possible. Please can we ask that children continue to wear their PE kits to school on a Tuesday and have their kit in school for a Friday. Please ensure your child has the correct kit: navy blue/black shorts, a red t-shirt, a dark tracksuit, jumper and trainers, appropriate for the weather.
· Spellings will be tested on Fridays and are set on the Monday. These spellings will be a mixture of ‘common exception words’ for their year group as well as a selection of spellings aimed at consolidating spelling strategies and grammar learnt during the week.

· 	Playtime snacks – Year 1 & 2 are provided with free fruit, but if you would like to send in a healthy snack please do.

Curriculum Overview Summer Term 2025-26
Year 1 and 2

The roots to grow, the wings to fly.
All within the love of God.


	English

Non - Fiction: Reptiles
This unit is all about the children writing a simple information text based on the book ‘Reptiles’ that will include a contents page, subheadings and a riddle. We will use our Geography topic to write about our local area.

Fiction: Mixed-up Fairy tales
This unit will encourage children to write their own version of a well-known fairy tale.

Phonics:
Year 1 – will continue with learning their final Phase 5 sounds and we will start to practise for the Phonics Screening Test in Summer 2. Reading books will support their learning.

Year 2 – will continue their spelling units.

	Maths

Year 1 - We will be learning to reason about the location of numbers to 20 within the linear number system, including comparing using < > and =. We will also be focussing on unitising and coin recognition, counting forwards and backwards in multiples of 2, 5 and 10, up to 10 multiples, beginning with any multiple, and count forwards and backwards through the odd numbers. We will explore position, direction and movement, including whole, half, quarter and three-quarter turn and start looking at time by sequencing events in chronological order, starting to recognise and use language relating to dates, including days of the week, weeks, months and years and learning to tell the time to the hour and half past the hour.

Year 2 – We will begin with polygons and move on to adding and subtracting Money. This will involve mixed values of pounds and pence. It might be useful at home to count out coins and talk about the different values. Try to give your child opportunities to handle coins in real life situations eg buying an ice-cream. Fractions, looking at simple fractions of shaded shapes.
Time, telling the time to the nearest hour, half hour and then looking at quarter past and quarter to the hour.
Position and simple direction using left and right.
Measure, with an explanation of capacity, volume and mass.


	Science

Summer 1: Solids, Liquids and Gases
Children will learn that all materials are made of a single substance or a mixture of substances.
· Matter is what all ‘stuff’ is made from.
· There are three states of matter: solids, liquids and gases.
· One substance can exist in the different states; when the substance is in a different state it is still the same substance.
· The Earth is getting warmer. We call this global warming. Global warming will cause solid ice to melt and become liquid water.

Summer 2: Review and revisit
Children will revisit all learning from the past year to embed scientific thinking, observations and vocabulary.

Summer 1 – Who is a Muslim and how do they live?
Pupils will continue to find out about Islam, key beliefs, and ways of living for Muslims. Pupils will learn about some of the key beliefs about God found in the Shahadah and learn about the 99 names of Allah. Pupils will learn about the five pillars of Islam and how these impact upon the lives of believers. They will learn about the importance of prayer and what it means for Muslims all over the world.

Summer 2 – What makes some places special to believers?
In the second half of the Summer term, we will be learning about what makes places special to believers. Through a series of creative, reflective, and experiential activities, children explore why places such as churches, mosques, and synagogues matter to believers. Through this process, they develop the ability to articulate their own thoughts while showing curiosity and empathy towards others‚” beliefs. 


	PSHE
Health and Wellbeing

This term in PSHE we will be learning to take care of our physical and mental health, how we grow and change and about how to keep safe. 
We will know what it means to be healthy and why it is important including hygienic daily routines, diet, people in our local community who can help us stay healthy and why and how we keep active. We will also learn how to keep safe in the sun. Finally, we will consider the rules and age restrictions that keep us safe, basic rules to keep safe online, including what is meant by personal information and what should be kept private. We will understand the importance of telling a trusted adult if they come across something that scares us.

Summer 1 - Attack vs defence
During the first half of term, we will be looking at Attack vs defence The unit of work will challenge pupils to create simple defending and attacking tactics, while continuing to develop an understanding of the transition from defence to attack. Pupils will apply these tactics as a team into games.

Swimming 
Pupils will also start swimming as the weather improves and learn about water safety, develop water confidence and focus on floating.

	
	History
The Great Fire of London.
  
Children will find out how in the 1660s London was dirty, busy, cramped, and homes were made of wood. We will learn about the Great Plague of 1666 and then the Great Fire of London. 

	Music 

Summer 1: Friendship Song
Find the pulse as you are listening to the music, children can be a rockstar and play air guitar, or just dance, clap hands and stamp their feet!

Summer 2: Reflect, rewind and replay.

All the learning is focused around revisiting songs and musical activities, a context for the History of Music and the beginnings of the Language of Music.

Summer 1: Moving pictures
We will be using simple linkages (levers) to make a moving picture for someone at home.
Summer 2: Stick Transformation Project.

	Geography

Children will find out about Rivers, lakes, seas and oceans. Land use can be for economic uses, including farms, factories and leisure, or settlements.
The seas that surround the UK are the North Sea, the Irish Sea and the English Channel.
There are five oceans in the world.

	Computing

Spring 1: Making Music 
In this unit, we will be using a computer to create music. We will listen to a variety of pieces of music and consider how music can make them think and feel. Children will compare creating music digitally and non-digitally. 

Spring 2: Programming 
Children will begin to understand that sequences of commands have an outcome, and make predictions based on their learning. They use and modify designs to create their own quiz questions in ScratchJr
