A few important things to remember,
Hopefully, the weather will be much better this term but please ensure your child has a waterproof coat, a drink and a breaktime snack in school. 
This term our children will have the opportunity to swim and we are just finalising the swimming timetable and will share this with you as soon as possible. Please can we ask that children continue to wear their PE kits to school on a Tuesday and have their kit in school for a Thursday. Please ensure your child has the correct kit: navy blue/black shorts, a red t-shirt, a dark tracksuit, jumper and trainers, appropriate for the weather.
Homework will be set on Fridays and should be handed in by the following Thursday. The tasks will include weekly spellings, multiplication tables practice, along with activities linked to other subjects. Homework should not be a stressful experience at home and children should spend no more than 20 minutes on it per week. Please monitor this carefully, encouraging your child to stop and write a note in their book even if they aren’t finished. 
Spellings will be tested on Fridays and are set with homework each Friday.
Year 4 are preparing for the Multiplication and Timestable Check in June. Both year groups currently complete daily Number Sense Fluency sessions, these are two-minute timed quizzes. They are trying really hard to beat their times and scores. Additionally, 10 minutes per day at home on TT Rockstar will be great preparation for this. We love issuing certificates, so please keep practising!

Spelling
Monday to Thursday we practise spellings using a variety of techniques for a spelling test on Friday. We give out new spellings on Fridays which we will share with you on Google Classroom. 


	Maths
Year 3
We will begin by securing Column addition and subtraction. 
We will then look at Fractions
and Non-unit Fractions. After half term, we will be investigating parallel and perpendicular lines in polygons
Finally, we will be manipulating the additive relationship and securing mental calculations
Year 4
We will begin by securing column addition and subtraction. Then we will be securing written methods of short division; learning about fractions, including fractions of amounts and finally, in the later part of the year, we will look at coordinates and perimeter.
	Science
Physics
We will be looking at electricity and learning electrical components and how to build simple circuits in both series and parallel.

Chemistry
We will be looking at materials and their chemical properties, conducting investigations and consolidating our science on states of matter.

	Guided Reading
Throughout both terms, the children will have 5 daily sessions focusing on vocabulary, inference, predictions, explaining, retrieving and exploring author choice and hidden themes.

We will also be exploring a class novel ‘The Girl who wasn’t there by Jacqueline Wilson. 
This term, children will continue to explore a rich variety of texts in Guided Reading, many of which link to our wider curriculum. 
These texts will build fluency, comprehension, and confidence.
