Dear Parents and Carers,
Welcome back to the Summer Term. We hope you all had a restful break and are ready for the busy and exciting term ahead. We are very much looking forward to continuing our learning journey with the children in Class 4.
This term is a key period for Year 6, as we work towards SATs, with a strong focus on revisiting essential learning, filling gaps and building confidence. At the same time, Year 5 pupils will continue to develop secure foundations and extend their understanding across the curriculum.
We would like to take this opportunity to remind you of a few of the expectations we have at Malborough for Year 5 and 6:
· It is essential for children to read regularly at home, as well as practise their times tables up to 12 × 12.
· Weekly overviews of key messages will be posted on Google Classroom.
· Please ensure your child has a waterproof coat, hat, drink and a breaktime snack in school.
· This term our children will have the opportunity to swim and we are just finalising the swimming timetable. Please can we ask that children continue to wear their PE kits to school on a Tuesday and have their kit in school for a Thursday. Please ensure your child has the correct kit: navy blue/black shorts, a red t-shirt, a dark tracksuit, jumper and trainers, appropriate for the weather.
· Year 5 will take part in Forest School on Monday afternoons this half term and next half term will be Year 6’s turn. Please ensure they come to school with appropriate clothing and footwear for outdoor learning.
· Homework will be set on Fridays and due the following Wednesday. Tasks will include English, Maths and spellings, along with the occasional project linked to other subjects. Homework should not be a stressful experience at home; children should spend no more than 20 minutes per subject. Please monitor this carefully, encouraging them to stop and write a note in their book if they are unable to complete it.
· Spellings will be tested on Fridays and set with homework each week. These will be a mixture of ‘common exception words’ for their year group, as well as words aimed at consolidating strategies and grammar taught during the week.
· We are always pleased to welcome you into school if you have any concerns about your child’s educational or social development. Please contact the school office to make an appointment, as the beginning and end of the school day can sometimes be very busy.

	English
The children will be exploring the text Blackberry Blue and using it as inspiration to write traditional fairy tales. They will focus on creating atmosphere, developing character descriptions and using rich vocabulary. Children will continue to develop their punctuation and grammar skills, including accurate sentence structure and the use of ambitious vocabulary to enhance their writing.
	Maths
We will be focusing on converting units, angles, fractions and decimals. Children will develop their reasoning and problem-solving skills through a range of practical and written tasks. 
Year 6 will continue to revise key concepts and consolidate their knowledge in preparation for SATs. 
	Science
We will be learning about the functions of the human body, including how different systems work together. Children will develop their scientific enquiry skills by asking questions, making observations and drawing conclusions. 

	Guided Reading

The guided reading curriculum aims to develop pupils’ comprehension, critical thinking, and analytical skills by engaging with a high-interest, age-appropriate text. Using A Boy in the Back of the Class, pupils will explore narrative structure, character development, and themes, while explicitly practicing VIPERS reading strategies.

	PE
The children will be focusing on athletics, developing skills in running, jumping and throwing. They will work on improving their technique, stamina and teamwork. 
They will develop their water confidence and skills during our swimming sessions.
	PSHE
We will be focusing on Health and Wellbeing, supporting children to understand how to look after their physical and mental health, and develop positive relationships. 

	R.E. 
In RE, we will be learning about Christianity, focusing on parts of the church and understanding different characteristics of God. Children will explore why they have chosen particular characteristics and reflect on their own beliefs and values. 

	History

In History, we will explore power and democracy, learning how societies are governed and how decisions are made. Children will investigate how power has been used throughout history and consider its impact on people and communities. 
	Geography 

In Geography, we will take on the role of a geographer by carrying out a field study. Children will collect data, observe their local environment and draw conclusions about their findings.


	Art and Design Technology

In Art, children will explore sculpture, including origami and watercolour painting. They will experiment with different materials and techniques to create their own expressive pieces. 
	Music 
Pupils will continue to listen to and reflect on music from a range of genres, developing their understanding of rhythm, pitch and composition.

	Computing
Pupils will be learning about 3D modelling, exploring how digital tools can be used to design and create models. 

	French
In French, children will be learning about “Les Vêtements” (clothing), developing their vocabulary and speaking skills through practical activities.
